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Putnam Applauds Energy and Water Development Appropriations
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today voted in support of the Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act for FY 2005.
“This legislation, which funds the Army Corps of Engineers’ traditional missions such as flood control, shoreline protection and navigation, continues the federal government’s commitment to help rebuild America’s Everglades,” said Putnam. “It provides $85 million in funding for the Corps’ participation in the restoration of the Central and Southern Florida ecosystem, for the planning, construction, and operation of facilities under the Comprehensive Everglades Restoration Plan (CERP). 

The bill passed the House of Representatives by a vote of 370 to16, and now moves to the Senate for consideration.

“Funding within the measure will also greatly contribute to the safety and efficiency of vessel transit in the Tampa Harbor,” said Putnam. “Included within this legislation is vital and necessary funding for the Alafia and Big Bend Channels and for a new economic development initiative for Port Sutton.
Florida /District Area Projects:

Comprehensive Everglades Restoration Plan (CERP) - $85 million in funding for the planning, construction, and operation of facilities for the restoration of the Central and Southern Florida ecosystem Army Corps of Engineer’s.
Alafia Channel  - For navigation dredging project, $6 million was designated for continued construction dredging. 

Big Bend - $5.4 million for transit safety improvements in the Bid Bend portion of the Tampa Harbor.

Port Sutton - To assist in a new economic development initiative in the Tampa Harbor, $1 million for Port Sutton to allow for the efficient movement of cargo.
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
