Legislation Provides $2.5 Million to Local Business for Sensor Integration
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today applauded passage of FY2005 Defense Appropriations Conference Report. This legislation, which now goes to President George W. Bush for his signature, includes $2.5 million for the Sensor Integration with Lithium Polymer Batteries program at Solicore, Inc., of Lakeland, Florida.

“Solicore has a potentially revolutionary technology that can benefit our soldier's safety and improve combat readiness,” said Putnam. “I’m proud to have this innovative company in the 12th District.”

“The Sensor Integration with Lithium Polymer Batteries program will facilitate the transition of this new lightweight, power technology into new Department of Defense sensor systems. It will introduce improved sensor and power technologies into DoD weapon systems, which impact performance, maintenance, service life, safety, and life cycle costs,” said Putnam.   

The legislation also includes $8.5 million for the H. Lee Moffitt Cancer Center & Research Institute in Tampa, Florida. This funding for research and development for the National Functional Genomics Center will allow the Genomics Center to continue its work to develop new technologies in molecular medicine to advance the early detection, diagnosis, and treatment of cancer and other chronic diseases.

“The Center is an innovative partnership between academia, government and industry to develop new technologies in molecular medicine,” Putnam concluded. “My commitment to cancer research programs at Moffitt is longstanding and I will continue to push for funding cancer research programs.”
