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“Job Creation Up In Florida”
More Jobs Created in Florida Than Any Other State
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12), a member of the Joint Economic Committee, today praised the latest job numbers for Florida.

According to statistics released by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS), 71,800 new jobs have been created in Florida this year alone, with an additional 6,800 jobs created in May.  In the past 12 months, 178,600 jobs have been created in the Sunshine State, more than any other state in 2003, and the unemployment rate in Florida - 4.5% - is well below the national average, which at 5.6% is lower than the average rate for each of the past three decades.  
“This is good news for Floridians.  The economy is strong and growing stronger, growing at the fastest pace in 20 years,” Putnam stated.  “In addition, home ownership is at a record high, while manufacturing employment is at a 30-year high.”

“Our nation’s economic policies are working,” concluded Putnam. “The economy has shifted into high gear with hundreds of thousands of jobs being created every month.” 
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
