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Putnam Says Energy Package Promotes Economic, 

National Security
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today issued the following statement following passage of H.R. 6, the Energy Policy Act of 2003:

“For nearly a decade we’ve been without a strategy to address the growing energy needs of our nation,” Putnam stated.  “This comprehensive energy package will balance domestic conservation and exploration and ensure that Americans will have access to more efficient, environment-friendly and sensibly-priced energy for families and future generations to come.”

“America needs a balanced energy plan to guard against wild price fluctuations and secure our nation’s power for the future,” said Putnam. “Too much of America’s energy—the fuel that keeps our cars running, our lights on and our homes cooled—is from an unstable region, which threatens our national security.”

“This energy plan will create jobs through the research and development of new technologies,” Putnam stated.  “America will be more energy independent with this package.” 

“The Energy Policy Act is a comprehensive package, which promotes greater economic and national security through conservation, exploration and innovation and will secure America’s power supply for the 21st Century,” said Putnam. 

Highlights of the national energy package:

· Strengthens our national security by reducing dependence on foreign energy sources

· Increases funding for programs to help low-income residents cover high energy costs

· Promotes a cleaner environment using renewable energy and alternative fueled vehicles

· Sets stricter standards for energy use in federal buildings
· Provides private sector incentives to improve efficiency standards on electric products  
· Improves regulation of nuclear and hydroelectric power
· Promotes clean coal technologies
