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Putnam Supports Meal Plan for Wounded Troops
Congressman Says Plan Would Exempt Hospital Meal Costs for Soldiers 
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today voted in favor of legislation that would cover all meal expenses of soldiers who fought in Iraq or Afghanistan while they are hospitalized due to injuries.  H.R. 2998 overwhelmingly passed the House of Representatives by a vote of 399 to 0.

“Asking the men and women who risked their lives to keep our country, and others, safe to pay for the food they eat while they recover from injuries they incurred on our behalf is wrong,” said Putnam.

Currently, upon leaving the hospital, enlisted personnel and officers are served with a bill to pay for the meals they ate while hospitalized.  The current daily rate for these charges is $8.10.

“This may not seem like an outrageous amount of money, but that is precisely the point,” concluded Putnam  “Our soldiers pay an enormous price to protect our freedoms and should be honored for their courage, bravery and service. The least we do as a grateful nation is pay for their meals while they are hospitalized.”
