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Putnam Announces $800,000 Investment for Haines City
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) announced that the city of Haines City has received $800,000 for infrastructure improvements and upgrades.  The funding comes from the Economic Development Administration (EDA) of the Department of Commerce.

“I am pleased that the Economic Development Administration is committed to helping families and businesses by creating jobs,” said Putnam. “This investment in Haines City will be used to provide additional rail line infrastructure, a bridge and grading to serve a new industry that will create 64 new jobs, as part of Congress’ commitment to keep America working.”

The Economic Development Administration (EDA) will provide $800,000 of a $2.5 million project to Haines City for infrastructure improvements including 16,000 linear feet of rail, four switches, three crossings, a bridge and grading.  This investment will help serve the AERCON facility in the area and will create 64 new jobs and attract private investment of $15,000,000 to this region.
