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Putnam Applauds Passage of IDEA Reauthorization
Congressman Says Resolution Would Improve Education for 

Students with Disabilities
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) issued the following statement following passage of H.R. 1350, the Improving Education Results for Children with Disabilities Act:

“This legislation would make several significant reforms to the nation’s special education law, the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), including an increased focus on academic results for children with disabilities and a reduction in the paperwork burden overwhelming schools,” said Putnam.

“This bill takes the next critical step in education reform by committing that children with special needs will have access to the same high-quality educational opportunities as the rest of America’s children,” said Putnam. “Additionally, this legislation will require school districts to continue to provide educational services to students with disabilities while allowing school district personnel to have one uniform discipline policy for all children.”
“During my time in the Florida Legislature, we reviewed the educational system that was already in place for our children with disabilities.  Florida set an example for the rest of the nation by creating a program giving parents of children with disabilities the choice they deserved,” Putnam stated. 

“IDEA Reauthorization will improve results for children with special needs, improve choices for parents, and give teachers the freedom they need to do their jobs ensuring that no child is left behind,” said Putnam.
