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“308,000 New Jobs Created in March”
Congressman Says American Economy on the Right Track
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12), a member of the Joint Economic Committee, made the following statement on today’s employment report stating 308,000 new jobs were created in March according to data released by the Bureau of Labor Statistics:
“Today’s strong performance is a sign of our rebounding economy and improving job market,” said Putnam. “Because of President Bush’s pro-growth and job creation policies, the American economy is headed in the right direction and people are getting back to work.”

“This is the strongest job creation in four years and represents a victory for the American family,” Putnam stated.  “While I am pleased that over half a million people found jobs this year, I want to ensure that everyone that wants a job can find a job.”
Today’s economic report from the Bureau of Labor Statistics shows that 308,000 jobs were created in March - the highest growth in over four years.  Last month’s job numbers were also revised upwards, for a total of 759,000 new jobs created in the past seven months.

“Some have laid total blame for lagging employment at the President’s feet,” concluded Putnam. “I assume they will now grant him some credit for the recovery.”
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
