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Putnam Announces $500,000 for Lakeland In-town Bypass

Congressman Says Funds Essential to the City of Lakeland

WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) announced that the City of Lakeland has been awarded $500,000 for the Lakeland In-town Bypass. This funding comes from the Department of Transportation’s (DOT) Federal Highway Administration, as a result of funding requested by Congressman Putnam in the FY 2003 Transportation Appropriations Act. 
“I am pleased that the Federal Highway Administration, through the Florida Department of Transportation as the grantee, has shown its commitment to the Lakeland In-town Bypass,” said Putnam. “This funding represents a significant step in federal investment in this project and is of critical importance to the City of Lakeland.”
“The Bypass will go a long way to assist in keeping pace with our region’s growth and the increased pressures on our transportation infrastructure,” Putnam stated. “The Lakeland In-town Bypass project is the #1 priority of the Polk Transportation Planning Organization (TPO) and it is part of the Florida’s State Transportation Improvement Plan, and has the support of the City of Lakeland.”

The funds, part of a comprehensive, continuing effort, will be used for right-of-way acquisition and construction of Phase II of the In-town Bypass Project in Lakeland, Florida. The Bypass is a four-and-six lane arterial that will curve around the north side of Lakeland’s Central Business District.
