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Putnam Applauds Passage of Postal Reform Bill
Congressman Says This Legislation Will Protect Pensions, Prevent Postal Rate Hikes


WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today issued the following statement following passage of the Postal Civil Service Retirement System Funding Reform Act:

“This legislation is important for our nation’s economy, especially in these uncertain times.  H.R. 735 is good for the American consumer, because it means that we will be able to hold the line on postal rate increases for at least two years,” said Putnam. “It also relieves pressures on those who heavily rely on the Postal Service to deliver their products, allowing them to reinvest into their local communities and provide more jobs.”
