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Putnam Tells Saddam to Treat Our POWs Humanely

Congressman Votes for Resolution Warning Iraqi Regime to Abide by Geneva Convention Rules


WASHINGTON - Following the capture of U.S. soldiers by Iraqi forces, Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today voted for a resolution warning Saddam Hussein and his regime of their obligation to treat prisoners of war humanely and abide by the rules of the Geneva Convention.
“My stomach turned and my heart broke over the broadcast of the inhumane treatment of U. S. prisoners of war held by the Iraqi military, which was photographed by the Iraqi military in violation of the Geneva Convention and broadcast worldwide by the Al Jazeera network,” said Putnam. “Under the Geneva Convention rules, the enemy holding prisoners of war is responsible for their health and safety.”

“Iraq’s defiance of this compact of human decency is in keeping with their broader rejection of civilized conduct and freedom,” said Putnam. 
“In passing this resolution, Congress calls on Iraqi authorities, with the collective voice of the American people, to abide by the principles and the obligations of the Geneva Convention and treat prisoners of war with dignity and humanity,” Putnam said. 

“I want to extend my heartfelt sympathies to the families and loved ones of those who have been killed, wounded, declared missing in action, or taken prisoner by Iraqi authorities,” Putnam stated. “We pray for you and all our servicemen and women.”
