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Putnam Condemns Terrorist Acts in Saudi Arabia

Destroying them must continue to be a priority not only for the United States but for the rest of the world as well. The United States will not be deterred from continuing its campaign against this evil organization and other terrorist group.”

“This act of terror proves that terrorism can strike anywhere and at anytime and that we must continue to root out this evil. America cannot and will not stand by as we are threatened and attacked by those seeking to threaten our democratic way of life.”

“We must be united as Americans and the free world in our common interest against terrorism.  These events remind us that although we have made substantial progress, we are still at war.  We are fighting for our fellow man to live in peace and freedom.”

“When we win this war against terror -- and rest assured, we will win this war -- the world will have declared in one voice, that we will not cower to terror, oppression and tyranny and we will not fade without a fight.”
