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Putnam Votes to Provide Relief to Unemployed Workers
WASHINGTON – Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today voted to pass a five-month extension of the Temporary Extended Unemployment Compensation Act of 2002.

“Congress has an obligation to extend benefits to those who have lost their jobs through no fault of their own, and ensure that Floridians who need jobs, have jobs,” said Putnam.

“This extension of benefits aids approximately 40,000 Floridians, providing them with an average of $226.00 a week in unemployment benefits,” said Putnam. 
Today’s bill will extend the March 2002 Federal extended benefits program for five months, through May 2003, with a three-month phase-out.  This allows unemployed workers who become eligible by the end of May 2003 to receive Federal extended unemployment benefits through August 2003.

This legislation also allows unemployed workers affected by the December 28, 2002 expiration date for Federal extended benefits to receive the balance of their benefits.
