WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today encouraged veterans, civilians who served in support of them and families of veterans to participate in the Veterans History Project of the Library of Congress. The Congressman will be hosting four opportunities in Polk County for veterans to tell their story.

“Americans can learn much from those who served. The Veterans History Project honors our nation’s war veterans and those who supported them,” said Putnam. “This project, created by Congress in 2000, is building a lasting legacy of recorded interviews, memoirs, and other documents chronicling the veterans’ and other citizens’ wartime experiences, and how those experiences affected their lives and America itself.”

The Veterans History Project relies on volunteers to interview, record, compile and donate materials. All are encouraged to participate: veterans, civilians, adults, young people, men, women, scholars, students, amateurs, and experts. In turn, participants can rely on the Library of Congress to preserve, catalog, and share these collections now and in the future.

“For some veterans the interviews are the first time they will talk about how their lives were changed by their unique, yet unifying experiences,” said Putnam. “Hearing the stories of heroism and hardship told by veterans who endured the trials and tribulations of war is a moving experience. Not only were the lives of the veterans who served changed by their experiences, but their heroic deeds changed America as well.”

“By contributing to an interview, you become a valued participant in the Veterans History Project and play an important role in the creation of a collection that will become a permanent part of the nation’s record,” concluded Putnam.
