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Putnam Statement on the Disarming of the Iraqi Regime


WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today issued the following statement on Operation Iraqi Freedom:
“Today, troops from the United States, with support from 35 other nations, are launching a battle to liberate the people of Iraq and secure the world from weapons of mass destruction.
