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Putnam Denounces Misleading Website
WASHINGTON - Congressman Adam H. Putnam (FL-12) today denounced the use of the domain name http://www.adamputnam.com by the National Association for the Advancement of White People (NAAWP).
“I am appalled by this website and its underhanded attempt to link my name to their views,” said Putnam.

“I was shocked and dismayed when I discovered the NAAWP was using a web address that could be associated with me,” said Putnam. “Racism goes against everything that I believe in and stand for.”

“This organization is rooted in intolerance and hate, having been led at one time by KKK leader David Duke,” said Putnam.

“We are currently taking the appropriate action to ensure that this web address is changed,” said Putnam. “I have spoken to the United States House of Representatives General Counsel’s office and they have assured me that they will contact the owner of the domain name and take action to disassociate my name from their organization.” 

“No one by that name is associated with that organization and no one in this office, including myself, gave authorization for this group to use that domain name,” said Putnam.

“Upon further investigation, I have also found that the names of three other Members of the Florida delegation, Intelligence Committee Chairman Porter Goss, John Mica and Ric Keller, are being used by this racist organization,” said Putnam. “ I have alerted their offices of this and advised them of the actions I have taken.”

“Several weeks ago my office received an email from someone offering to sell us this domain name," said Putnam. "I have learned that at least one other member of Congress received a similar solicitation. It appears that this is an attempt to force public officials to pay so as not to be embarrassed by this association with questionable organizations.”
